The MA in English Studies is designed for students who wish to
pursue advanced study and research in English Studies. Drawing
from the fields of literary and cultural studies, translation studies, and
the study of the English language, the programme balances
theoretical and practical concerns, providing graduate students with
a holistic understanding of hermeneutic and pedagogical issues of
interpretation and transmission.

The MA in English Studies covers four semesters of study. Students
are required to register for three courses (of 10 ECTS each) in each
of the first three semesters of study. Two of these courses in each of
the first three semesters are restricted electives that will be drawn
from a list of broader rubrics that represent the philosophy and
objectives of the programme. These course offerings may vary from
one cycle of the MA to another, but by the end of the third semester,
students will have taken a minimum of one course from each of the
four rubrics. The fourth semester of study involves the writing of an
MA thesis under the guidance of an assigned supervisor.

Information regarding the application:

- Applying for the MA in English Studies requires the
submission of at least one writing sample through the online
application system.
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Writing samples relevant to the broader area of the
Humanities are desirable and will be preferred.

The use of Al for the preparation of any documents in the
application is strongly discouraged and may result in the
rejection of the application.

A minimum of two reference letters should accompany the
application. Reference letters from academic tutors and
instructors who may speak to the academic background and
competence of the applicant (rather than employers,
personal relatives, etc.) are strongly recommended.

For the Fall Semester of the academic year 2026-2027, the
Department of Business and Public Administration will offer one (1)
full scholarship and two (2) partial scholarships to new applicants
that will apply for admission to the PhD program in Business
Administration.

Full scholarship

The full scholarship will cover: (i) funding of 12000 euro per year (12
months X 1000 euro) for a period of four (4) years and (ii) covering
the tuition fees for the whole duration of the Doctoral Programme
totalling 4000 euro, as defined by the relevant procedures of the
University of Cyprus. This scholarship will be given to a doctoral
student who will study on a full-time basis throughout the duration of
the four years of his/her studies, while he is not allowed to be
employed at the same time in any other work during this period. The
doctoral student who will receive the full scholarship will sign a
declaration letter that, during the period of receiving the scholarship,
he/she will not be employed in any other organization on a full-time
basis. In addition, the doctoral student will have an obligation to work
four (4) hours per week in the Department of Business and Public
Administration.

Partial scholarships

The partial scholarships will cover the tuition fees only for the whole
duration of the PhD Programme, totalling of 4000 euro, as defined
by the relevant procedures of the University of Cyprus.

Terms and conditions

The scholarships will be awarded on a competitive basis, taking into
consideration the performance of the candidate in his/her previous
degrees, previous work experience, and the quality of the research
proposal. The Council of the Department of Business and Public
Administration will decide on the renewal of the scholarship based
on the student's academic performance, following a
recommendation by the Departmental Graduate Studies Committee
and his/her Research Advisor.

A doctoral student registered in the Research or Writing Stage, after
passing his/her comprehensive exams, must submit at the end of the
academic year a Progress Report to the Department's Graduate
Committee, in which he/she will describe his/her progress during the
academic year. The report must first be approved by the student's
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Research Advisor and then forwarded to the Departmental Council
for approval.

In case where the doctoral student is not performing satisfactorily
according to the requirements of the Doctoral Programme, the
scholarship will be immediately discontinued. Additionally, the
scholarship will be temporarily suspended when the student is on
suspension of studies, temporary interruption of studies, or
maternity/paternity leave.

The Ph.D. program Digital Heritage and Landscape
Archaeology of the University of Cyprus is a unique postgraduate
program that offers a concrete interdisciplinary academic course
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platform dealing with the application of spatial technologies and
Geolnformatics in the wider domain of Digital Humanities. The
program will act as an interface between New Technologies and the
Humanities, exposing students to the latest spatial technological
developments, providing hands-on training to different
instrumentation and software, promoting a critical perspective of
their application in terms of addressing archaeological- and
historical- oriented questions and opening a dialogue between
different disciplines.

The particular knowledge and skills will equip students to deal
successfully with the existing challenging conditions of the
competitive job market in the humanities and provide them with a
solid base of knowledge to continue their research at an even more
advanced level. Students will participate to international research
projects of the Digital Humanities Geolnformatics Lab, they will get
connected with a network of international researchers and
academics, they shall obtain experience with geophysical
instrumentation and advanced GIS spatial analysis methods and
they will become part of the new generation of archaeologists who
will be capable to deal with new technologies.

Intended learning outcomes
Through the specific graduate program, students will be able to:

o Comprehend the relation between environment, climate, and
anthropogenic activities of the past with an emphasis on the
settlement patterns and the exploitation of environmental
resources.

e Obtain state-of-the-art skills that can be used in both field
campaigns and laboratory analysis of surface survey and
excavation results.

e Understand how the different spatial analysis tools operate to
address questions related to the habitation patterns and the
intra- and inter-spatial distribution of finds.

e Acquire the knowledge of the creation of maps (distribution
of finds, geophysical measurements, geological and
topographic maps, environmental maps, etc.) and
comprehend the different spatial statistic algorithms to
analyze them.

e Familiarize themselves with the actual research questions
and take a critical stand on the statistical and spatial
statistical results.

e Obtain a practical hands-on training of software (GIS,
network analysis, statistical analysis, mapping, etc.) and
instrumentation/hardware (geophysical instruments, drones,
cameras, GPS, etc.) that will make them competitive in their
future  profession  (academia, cultural  resources
management, practical archaeology, etc.) and boost their
career opportunities.

The candidates for the PhD programme should be graduates of a
Master's programme in  Archaeology, History, Classics,
Anthropology or other related fields of research (History of Art,
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Architecture, Geography, Geology, Topography, Environmental
Sciences, Biology, Physics, Chemistry, Computer Science,
Engineering) from recognized universities.

Except the above supporting documents that candidates need to
submit in the online application system of the University of Cyprus,
they shall need to submit a preliminary research proposal (5-10
pages including references) that will explain the research topic of
their PhD.

Candidates who meet the necessary requirements will be called for
an interview.

A number of scholarships (waiver fees) will be offered to the best
full-time candidates admitted in the programme.

The Master of Laws (LLM) programme on ‘Sustainability and Human
Rights’ aims to contribute to the study of one of the fastest-
developing legal fields relating to the law fostering sustainability
while promoting and ensuring the protection of human rights. It aims
to tackle some challenging questions regarding the operation of legal
solutions to global and polycentric problems. How to ensure that the
transition to a green and climate-neutral world is also socially just,
considering gender and other inequalities and free movement
restrictions? What is the intersection between environmental law and
human rights? How are gender and other inequalities addressed in
international and EU law? How does the EU regulate the migration
of third-country nationals? What are the obligations of transnational
corporations in respecting and protecting human rights in their global
value chain and in ensuring fair and green business practices? What
role does the European Union play in ensuring this transition both
within and outside European borders? The programme examines
different kinds of legal approaches/techniques for responding to
challenges related to the transition to sustainability in a globalized
context. It covers both international and European regulatory
approaches from different perspectives with the aim of providing a
well-rounded and nuanced understanding of the combination of
sustainability and human rights.

The Programme covers different aspects of sustainability, broadly
understood to cover issues of economic development, social justice
and human rights, and environmental protection. To this end, it
consists of courses on Environmental Law in Europe, mobility of
persons in the European Union, business and human rights, and
gender and human rights. The Programme concludes with a
dissertation, involving extensive research into the student’s chosen
topic, relating broadly to one of the modules of the programme.
Under the guidance of a supervisor, the dissertation module enables
independent research that relates directly to the student’s interests
and aspirations and provides the opportunity for honing research and
writing skills.

Admission criteria:
e Candidates for the LLM programme must hold either a Law
degree or other relevant degree (indicatively relating to
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European Studies, Political Sciences, International
Relations, Business, MBA) from a recognized University.

e Graduates of the University of Cyprus must have a GPA of at
least 7.5/10; graduates of Greek Universities must have a
GPA of at least 7.0/10; graduates of UK Universities at least
second-class honours (at least 2.1 classification). Similar
GPA is required for graduates of other Cyprus Universities
(for example, at least 3.4 on a 4.0 scale) and other equivalent
foreign qualifications. Exceptionally, by decision of the
Departmental Board, graduates with a lower GPA and
remarkable professional performance may be admitted at a
percentage not exceeding 20 per cent of selected
candidates. Previous experience will be taken into account in
the application of these requirements.

o Certified very good knowledge of the English language is a
precondition of admittance (i.e, IELTS overall grade of 7.0 or
other recognized equivalent English Proficiency certificate).
Applicants who are considered native speakers or have
studied at university level for at least one year in a
predominantly English-speaking country are exempted from
English Language Proficiency certification.

Application Requirements:

1. A Curriculum Vitae

2. Certified copies of University degrees or confirmation of

graduation.

3. Copy of English language certificate.

4. Copies of Transcripts (with detailed record of grades) for all

programmes of study completed.

5. A brief statement of personal goals and research interests.
The names and e-mails of at least two (2) academic referees familiar
with the candidate and his/her academic performance, who will
provide letters of recommendations. However, one letter of
recommendation could be provided by an employer or supervisor
who is familiar with the candidate’s professional work and
personality. The referees will receive a relevant e-mail requesting
submission of the reference letter through the UCY online application
system. The Department may request additional confidential
information from referees.

The Department will offer up to three (3) scholarships, covering the
total amount of tuition fees, except the deposit payable upon offer of
place in the postgraduate programme. Further information on tuition
fees can be found here.

Prospective candidates interested in receiving a scholarship should
indicate this in the online postgraduate programme application. All
documents submitted for admission to the LLM programme will be
considered as accompanying documents.

Human Rights Law, with emphasis on the interactions between the
two fields.
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The goal is for the graduates of the Department’s LL.M in Criminal
Justice and Human Rights to possess the necessary knowledge and
methodological tools to meet the needs of modern legal practice in
the field of criminal justice and human rights, and to be able to
contribute to society in roles such as lawyers, judges, public officials,
or in the civil society.

The programme addresses the need for the systematic study and
familiarization of Greek-speaking legal professionals with the fields
of criminal justice and human rights within the framework of
European integration, as well as the comparative and theoretical
perspectives necessary for both the academic and practicing legal
professionals. The teaching philosophy of the master's programme
focuses on the study and understanding of the criminal process and
its interaction with human rights in Cyprus as well in a comparative,
historical-theoretical, international and European context. At the
same time, the programme takes advantage of the research
expertise of the academic staff of the Department in the fields of
criminal law and (international) human rights law.

The second stage in the application process: The applicant complies
with all the requirements set in the online application system of the
University of Cyprus.

The following should be included in the online application:

1. Curriculum vitae.

2. Certified copies of University Degrees (undergraduate and
postgraduate levels) or a Certificate of Graduation. (In case of
admission to the programme, certified copies of diplomas must be
submitted at the latest when accepting the post).

3. Academic Transcript (with a detailed record of grades) of the
Undergraduate and Postgraduate Degrees.

4. Preliminary (non-binding) research proposal of up to 2000 words
in Greek or English, identifying the proposed supervisor and briefly
describing the proposed subject, the proposed research
methodology and the basic bibliography.

5. At least one and no more than three written samples of academic
writing.

6. Evidence of excellent knowledge of the English language and any
knowledge of other languages.

7. The names and email addresses of two (2) academic referees.
The academic referees will receive a relevant email requesting
submission of the reference letter through the online application
system. The Department may request additional confidential
information from the referees.

When submitting the application, the academic advisor that has
previously endorsed the specific application must be named in the
accompanying proposal. The final decision for the admission to the
PhD Programme in Law will be taken by the Department’s
Committee of Postgraduate Studies, upon a favourable
recommendation of the nominated Research Supervisor and subject
to: (a) restrictions in available positions per supervisor; (b) the fit of
the proposal with the research interests and current priorities of the
supervisor; (c) the assessment of the qualifications of applicants vis-
a-vis the admission criteria. The Department's Committee of
Postgraduate Studies reserves the right to invite applicants to an
interview or/and a written examination.

The candidates for the PhD Programme in Law must be holders of
an undergraduate and postgraduate degree in Law by a recognised
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University. Exceptionally, candidates can also be holders of either
an undergraduate or a postgraduate degree in Law as long as the
non-legal degree is relevant to the topic of the PhD thesis.

It is noted that the excellent knowledge of the English language is an
additional mandatory admission requirement. Very good knowledge
of a second or third European language may be taken into account.

The goal of the programme is to promote interdisciplinary
approaches in the various fields of Byzantine Studies and the
Medieval Eastern Mediterranean. More specifically, the programme
aims at a multilevel and multifaceted study of Byzantine culture that
combines the various theoretical and practical methodological tools
of Philology, History, History of Art and Archaeology. The
programme also provides the opportunity to study the Latin East
and Greeks under Latin Rule through a combination of methods and
themes.

In order to ensure that the students become acquainted with the full
range of the areas and the various methodological approaches
involved, the seminars offered in the programme are organised on
the basis of the three fields and deal with the following themes:
e Political, social, economic, and ecclesiastical history
e |deology and identity, cultural traditions, and intercultural
contacts
e Intellectual production and artistic creation
o Daily life and material culture
e Cyprus within the wider social, historical, and cultural
context of the Eastern Mediterranean.

The seminars are enriched by visits to the archaeological sites,
museums, monuments, and monastic libraries of Cyprus. At the
same time, the students can become acquainted with the research
of Cypriot and foreign scholars through the lectures organised
within the framework of the Colloquium of Byzantine and Medieval
Studies. Furthermore, the students have the opportunity to
participate in research projects coordinated by the faculty members
of the programme.
